•  High school diploma or GED required
•  Bachelor degree preferred but not required

Code ReConnect: .NET includes:
•  120 hours of classroom instruction and 64 hours of hands-on lab time
•  Employer-driven curriculum leading to industry-recognized certification (Microsoft Certified Professional, MCP)
•  Up to 24 hours of employment preparation skills including resume writing and updating, interviewing skills and 

mock interview scenarios
•  16 hours of instructor led exam preparation
•  Access to practice exams 
•  Employment opportunities in conjunction with Kelly Services, Inc. 

Coursework Includes:
•  Programming in C# with Microsoft Visual Studio 2010
•  An Introduction to Web Development with Microsoft Visual Studio 2010
•  Developing Web Applications with Microsoft Visual Studio 2010

A $75 enrollment fee is required in advance of the first class. The entire enrollment fee is 
refundable upon successful completion of the curriculum.
